Race & Culture – Current Issue Assignment – 15 points
1. Select a current issue or controversy in which race or culture is a significant factor.  Research the topic by finding at least two credible sources that present differing viewpoints on the topic.  Sources may include articles, videos, audio, etc.  However, do not use blogs or Wikipedia as sources.  

2. Type a 100-150 word summary of the issue.  Aim for objectivity in your writing and cite any sources you use.  

3. Type a 200-300 word comparison of the two sources and how they viewed the topic.  Be sure to include their position on the topic as well as any main evidence or reasoning they use to make their point.

4. Cite your sources at the bottom of the page in MLA format (see Purdue OWL for help with this).  You should cite at least the two sources, plus any that you used to help you understand the topic or write the summary.
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
